How All Things Began

INTRODUCTION: In all agesman haspondered how theearth, thesky, living thingsand he himself

began. Many ingenious theories have been advanced, including the “nebular,

” o

planetessimal” and

“evolutionary” theories. The Bible does not THEORIZE asto how all things began. Rather, it states
these matters simply asfacts as follows:

“In the beginning God CREATED the HEAVEN and the EARTH” —Genesis 1:1.
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The earth was without form and void—v. 2.

Darkness was upon the face of the deep—v. 2.

The Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters—v. 2.
God said, “LET THERE BE LIGHT”— V. 3.

1 There was light.

2. God saw the light that it was good—v. 4.

God divided the light from the darkness—uv. 4.

God called the light Day—v. 5.

God called the darkness Night—v. 5.

The evening and the morning were the FIRST DAY —v. 5.

God said, “Let there beaFIRMAMENT in the midst of the waters, and let it divide the waters from
the waters’—v. 6.

And God made the firmament.

The firmament divided the waters which were under it from the waters which were above
it—v. 7.

NOTE: This“firmament” iswhat we generally call “sky.”

God called the firmament Heaven—uv. 8.

The evening and the morning were the SECOND DAY —v. 8.
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And God said, “Let the WATERS under the heaven BE GATHERED TOGETHER UNTO ONE
PLACE, and let the DRY LAND appear”—vV. 9.

NOTE: Consider how powerful is the Word of God. In each item of creation, God merely
spoke—and it was so!
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God called the dry land Earth—v. 10.
The gathering together of the waters called he Seas—v. 10.
God saw that it was good.
God said, “Let the earth bring forth.”

God said, “Let therebe LIGHTSinthe FIRMAMENT OF THE HEAVEN to divide the day from the
night; and let them be for SIGNS, and for SEASONS, and for DAY S, and Y EARS: And let them be
for lightsin thefirmament of theheaven TOGIVE LIGHT UPON THE EARTH.” And it wasso—Vv.

God made two great lights:

2. The lesser light to rule the night—v. 16.

God set them in the firmament of the heaven—v. 17.

1. To give light upon the earth.

God saw that it was good.

The evening and the morning were the FOURTH DAY —v. 19.

God said, “Let the WATERS bring forth abundantly the MOVING CREATURE THAT HATH LIFE,
and FOWL that may fly above the earth in the open firmament of heaven”— v. 20.
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God created great whales and every living thing that moves, i.e., in water—v. 21.

The waters brought forth abundantly after their kind—v. 21.

Every winged fowl! brought forth after his kind—v. 21.

God saw that it was good—v. 21.

God blessed them, saying, “BE FRUITFUL, and MULTIPLY, and FILL THE WATERS IN
THE SEAS, and LET FOWL MULTIPLY IN THE EARTH” —v. 22.

The evening and the morning were the FIFTH DAY.

Thus were the heavens and the earth finished, and all the host of them—Gen. 2:1.
